 National Coordinator, Salvatore Martinez, in a private audience with the Holy Father.

From the National Service Committee of the Catholic Charismatic Renewal (Rinnovamento nello Spirito Santo) in Italy we received three messages.
1. Msgr. Dino Foglio National Spiritual Advisor, and Founding Father of Rinnovamento nello Spirito Santo (Renewal in the Spirit, Italy) passed away on Saturday, January 28th 
Surrounded by his loved ones, united in praise and supplications to God, the giver of life, don Dino Foglio breathed his last at 3.30 a.m. on Saturday, January 28th, at the age of 83.

Don Dino, as he is affectionately called by the thousands of young and old in the Italian Renewal, was National Coordinator of the Renewal Movement for over 20 years. Since its beginnings in Italy until 1977, when he became its National Spiritual Advisor.

Those who attended the opening session of the International Leaders’ Conference organised by ICCRO at the Domus Pacis in Rome, May 1981, will remember don Dino for his lively words of welcome to the worldwide delegates.

The entire family of the Renewal offers a sacrifice of praise and blessings to the Father, for the witness of new life in the Spirit received from our dearest and unforgettable don Dino.

The Eucharistic celebration and funeral rites were presided over by the local bishop with around 120 concelebrants, and was held on Monday, January 30th in a packed Cathedral of Brescia.

Salvatore Martinez, National Coordinator, of Rinnovamento nello Spirito Santo paid tributes to don Dino, and Matteo Calisi, ex-Vice President of ICCRS was also present.

2. On Friday, February 24th the Holy Father Benedict XVI received the National Coordinator, Salvatore Martinez, in a 20 minute private audience.

Salvatore presented the Holy Father with a copy of the recently published proceedings of the International Congress on The Witnesses of the Holy Spirit in the XX century celebrated at Lucca (see Euccril 153), as well as an overview of the National Conference, to be held at Rimini in April: dedicated in a special way to the preparation of Pentecost 2006 with the Movements and the Worldwide Meeting of Families to be held at Valencia.

3. General theme of the National Conference will be “You are a people that God claims for his own to proclaim His glorious works” (1 Pt 2, 9).
Cardinal Alfonso López Trujillo, President of the  Pontificial Council for the Family, father Raniero Cantalamessa and Ralph Martin are among the main speakers. Ralph Martin, is a witness of the origins of the Catholic Charismatic Renewal, 39 years ago.

Archbishop Stanislaw Rylko will preside a Eucharist.

The program includes prayer and ecumenical gestures on the theme: “For a genuine love of your brothers and sisters, love one another intensely, from the heart,  since your rebirth has come not from a destructible but from an indestructible seed, through the living and enduring word of God” (1 Pt 1, 22-23); with interventions by members of the Council of Christian Churches of Milan.
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
