PENTECOST 2006 NOVENA IN BELGIUM

Since a couple of years a group of people from the different language communities of our country have been gathering monthly to pray and listen to the Holy Spirit speaking through the Word in the Bible. Every year this culminates in a Pentecost novena between Ascension Day and Whitson. It aims to attract as many people, groups, parishes …as possible to this form of prayer. Some orthodox and protestant groups also join in this prayer. 

The prayer action 2006 started on Friday, May 26 until Saturday, June 3, at the Vigil of Pentecost. All over the country open prayer meetings were held daily, usually in parish churches. At the Eve of Pentecost we all joined in the Vigil organized by the bishops in their respective Episcopal cathedrals.
A pamphlet was produced with words from Scripture ( 9) , prophecies and pictures given by the Lord which we received during our monthly prayer meetings preparing for this novena. There were also 3 concrete prayer intentions for each day, concluding with a litany to the Holy Spirit. 

The brochure was intended as a help during daily prayer, or to be used during a prayer meeting or a Eucharist.

A Belgian delegation joined in the Pentecost Celebration in Rome.
