SITIUATION OF EUROPE NOW

Bishops from whole Europe did research to find out the present situation of our continent. They discussed it in 1999 in a special synod in Rome and gave the results to pope John Paul II. He wrote the prophetic letter Ecclesia in Europa (EiE, Church in Europe), published in 2003. He puts his finger on the weak places of Europe: European culture gives the impression of people who live as if God does not exist. (EiE9) Many Europeans today think they know what Christianity is, yet they do not really know it at all.

Inside the Church it is not very well: Many of the baptized live as if Christ did not exist: the gestures and signs of faith are repeated, especially in devotional practices, but they fail to correspond to a real acceptance of the content of the faith and fidelity to the person of Jesus. (EiE47)
SPIRIT FINDS WAYS

Yet, Ecclesia in Europa is not negative, but full of hope. 'The Gospel continues to bear fruit in parish communities, among consecrated persons, in lay associations, in groups devoted to prayer and the apostolate and in various youth communities, as well as through the presence and growth of new movements and ecclesial realities. In each of them the one Spirit finds ways of awakening renewed dedication to the Gospel, generous openness to the service of others, and a Christian life marked by Gospel radicalism and missionary zeal. PROPHETIC

Ecclesia in Europa is a prophetic letter, but very few people will have red the whole document. So the European sub-committee of ICCRS prepared a booklet with the most beautiful quotations.

One quotation for each day, six weeks long. Every quotation is accompanied by a short Scripture reading that puts more light on the subject and a response-prayer. Most quotations and Scripture readings were selected by Barbara Mason from England.
The response-prayers are written by young Europeans, involved in the charismatic renewal: Christine in Malta, Toma in Lithuania, Rui in Portugal, Bas in the Netherlands Nederland, Ania and Leen in Belgium and Anita in Hungary. They were asked by Christof in Germany. (Other contributions to this booklet came also from England, Poland, France, The Netherlands and Italy.) 

The prayers reflect now-a-days feelings. For example Christine prays: 'Lord, many people may live as if You do not exist, but I believe in You. You are my joy, my peace, my only treasure.'

ACTION

In the end of every chapter you find questions to think about and action points to discuss in a group. Many of these action points are given by pope John Paul himself: quotations from Ecclesia in Europa. When all prayergroups, parishes and movements should put these things into action, Europe should really change.

The secretary of the Council of European Episcopal Conferences, Mons. Aldo Giordano, writes in the preface to consider this booklet as a source of meditation and daily prayer and up to date. And he says: 'This booklet helps us to set out again and become protagonists of the history of our Europe. In this booklet there are signals or "signs of the times" showing that, for Europeans too, it is urgent to start again humbly seeking and finding the light.'
