An ICCRS 10 day Pentecost Project, May 2-11, 2008

As you know 2006, in preparation for the Pentecost meeting with Pope Benedict XVI, ICCRS called forth Operation Upper Room. In the last years many countries and tens of thousands on all continents have participated in this world-wide prayer events network. This year ICCRS is launching a two part project - Pentecost of the Nations 2008 – for a new culture of Pentecost, which integrates Operation Upper Room, May 2-10, now with Pentecost Day Celebration on May 11.

In the next weeks we would like to highlight some of the different plans of “the Nations”, which have been made for responding to the ICCRS Pentecost of the Nations 2008; first from Europe:

Lithuania reports:  
Let us share with you what we are planning to do in responding to the ICCRS project Pentecost for the Nations - 2008:

1) To encourage all charismatic prayer groups and communities and also all faithful to spend more time in prayer and meditation before Pentecost. We would like to prepare written proposal for those 9 days before Pentecost that could be used by groups and also individually. Also we want to encourage special prayer meetings to be held during this time.

2) To have 3 days vigil before Pentecost. Friday night would be more oriented to the CCR in Lithuania Initiative group and their charismatic friends. On Saturday night we would have Vigil that would end by Eucharistic celebration very early in the morning.

3) Pentecost day celebration will be celebrated at the Shrine of Siluva.  It is the 400 Jubilee Year of the Shrine, which is famous for the first widely known apparition of the Mother of God in Europe. It will start at 11.00 a.m. by praise and worship, short introduction and Catechesis. The Mass at noon will be followed by lunch.  Right after -- charismatic-evangelistic program: praise and worship, short teachings, testimonies, invocation of the Holy Spirit. At the end – concert followed by large Pentecost bonfire and Jewish dances.


4) Day of evangelization on Pentecost Monday, May 12th – going out to the streets and villages proclaiming the Good News.
