CCR started in Austria in 1971

Till 1993 priests were National Co-ordinators appointed by the Conference of Austrian Catholic Bishops. 

Since 1987 an “Advisory Board” for the co-ordinator was chosen by the “Co-ordination – Team”, the council of diocesan representatives of the CCR. 

In 1996 leaders of an NSC were elected by the “Co-ordination – Team”.
